The gene SMARCB1 acts as the captain of our superhero squad, maintaining
order and preventing disruptions in our body, especially when it comes to the
bladder. When SMARCB1 isn’t working right, bladder cancer can grow (unchecked)
and spread. To tackle this problem, Dr. Pavlos Msaouel, a doctor and researcher
at MD Anderson Cancer Center, discovered that the drug TTI-101:

TTI-101 is a drug designed by another V Foundation researcher, Dr. David J. Pavlos Msaouel, M.D. Ph.D.,
Tweardy, also from MD Anderson Cancer Center. TTI-101 inhibits pathways 2022 Translational Grantee
which, when overactive, contribute to the aggressive behavior of bladder

cancer cells.
